Sputum is mucopurulent. Its microscopic examination reveals a large number of pus corpuscles,
erythrocytes, and tuberculous organisms. Blood in the sputum is sometimes the first sign of
uberculosis.

If large blood vessels are involved the discharge of blood may become profuse.

Fever is one of the permanent symptoms of pulmonary tuberculosis. In benign processes the body
temperature is often subfebrile. In active forms it may range from 38 C'to 39 C'. A considerable
elevation of temperature is observed in pneumonic forms, when fever persists at a level of 38 C and
higher for several months.
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
